Position Overview

The Equipment Specialist will maintain various types of vehicles used by the
Gulfport Fire Department; work assignments may vary in complexity. An
Equipment Specialist ensures that fire department vehicles and equipment are
maintained in compliance with established rules and regulations and that they
are adequately equipped to perform their intended function. They are highly
skiled technicians and able to perform any repair using their extensive
knowledge, maintenance manuals, and technical information provided by the
manufacturer.

Essential Job Functions
Essential duties and functions, pursuant to the Americans with Disabilities Act,
May include the following. Other related duties may be assigned.

e Lubricates, services, diagnoses, repairs, assembles, and maintains
equipment and vehicles.

e Makes field repairs as on all assigned equipment, to include: electrical,

hydraulic, mechanical as needed.

Performs general tire and repair work.

Keeps work area clean.

Keeps abreast of changes to industry standards.

Performs field or shop inspections to determine repair needs or estimate

cost of repairs.

e Rebuilds vehicles and components including internal engine parts,
cooling systems, brake systems, fuel injection systems, valves, and pumps.

e Diagnoses electrical problems and interpret wiring schematics.

¢ Diagnoses and repair computer control systems on engines and
fransmissions.

e Performs general overhaul and/or tune-up work on equipment and
vehicles including overhauling transmissions, differentials, and front and
rear axle assemblies.

e Inspects, repairs, overhauls, and assembles electrical equipment such as
distributors, magnetos, and starters.

e Diagnoses problems with and repair hydraulic pumps, cylinders, and
conftrols.

e Repairs equipment body damage and prepare and paint as necessary;
performs mechanical work essential to performing body and fender repair
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work.
e Replaces vehicle body panels.
e Staysinformed of technology changes for all equipment within the Fire
fleet by attending fraining seminars and reading professional publications.
e Removes, disassembles, and repairs all type of hydraulic cylinders

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities

Must posses required knowledge, skills, abilities and experience and be able to explain and
demonstrate, with or without reasonable accommodations, that the essential functions of the job
can be performed.

level is preferred.
