On February 27, 2008, Ronnie Hebert passed away at the age of 65. The City of Gulfport will carry on his
memory with the Ronnie Hebert Spirit of Gulfport Award, a scholarship for students who exemplify Ronnie's
pride, dedication and enthusiasm in all that they do.

The scholarship will be awarded to a student who exhibits outstanding community service and sincere respect
and consideration for others. It may be used for any post-secondary education the recipient chooses, from
a university to cosmetology school to technical training.

Award:

* One (1) $2,000 scholarship will be awarded.

* The scholarship may be used for public or private post-secondary education, including colleges,
universities, community and technical colleges.

* The scholarship may be applied to tuition, books, dormitory lodging or meal costs and will be made
payable to the institution designated by the recipient.

* The scholarship must be used within the 2008/2009 school year. If not used within the required timeframe,
the scholarship will be withdrawn and placed back into the scholarship fund account.

Eligibility Criteria:
Student must be a full-time high school senior, residing in the City of Gulfport at the time the application
is submitted and graduating at the end of the 2008 school year.

Requirements:

* Completed application

* Two (2) completed recommendation forms from teachers, civic group leaders or any superior familiar
with the student's character and community involvement

e Current official high school transcript
