On February 4, 2010, the Gulfport Police Department concluded and ongoing narcotics
investigation which culminated in the arrest of seven (07) individuals and the execution of four (04) search
warrants.

The search warrants were executed simultaneously across the city and resulted in the seizer of three
(03) firearms, $6863.00 of United States Currency, and the seizure of narcotics with an estimated value of
$21,000.00.

The arrests are as follows: 32 year old Luther Reynolds of Gulfport was charged with possession
with the intent to distribute Cocaine Hydrochloride, 41 year old Anthony Sellers of Gulfport was charged
with possession with the intent to distribute methamphetamine, 22 year old Frederick Ingram and 25 year
old Jermaine Ingram both of Gulfport were charged with possession with the intent to distribute Marijuana
and cocaine base, 41 year old Percy Hawthorne of Gulfport was charged with possession with the intent to
distribute marijuana and cocaine hydrochloride, 20 year old Latheshia Moody was charged with possession
of cocaine hydrochloride and marijuana, and 34 year old Marking Hawthorne of Gulfport, was charged with
possession with the intent to distribute cocaine hydrochloride.

All were transported to the Harrison County Adult Detention Facility in lieu of bond. Moody was
also found to have an outstanding warrant through the Harrison County Sheriff’s Office for failure to
appear on the charge of armed robbery.

There are more arrests expected that are related to this investigation.
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
